God’s Bounty Food Pantry
God’s Bounty is a community mission that NBBC, along with six other churches, serves our community of families in need. COVID-19 has impacted the methods and processes God’s Bounty has been operating under while there has been a large increase in families served. The average of clients per month for 2019 was 218-220 while the need for just November 2020 was over 420 clients (3 weeks). With a skeleton crew we are serving double the individuals and have been blessed with twice the in-kind donations. One program that is helping is the Trump/USDA Farmers to Families Program where boxes containing 32-35 pound of fresh food is distributed to food pantries weekly. Nationwide this program has distributed over 60 million boxes to families in need.  I pick up 100-120 boxes each week to supplement food for our clients at God’s Bounty. 
 Also, the Meijer Simply Give Program will begin in December where Meijer matches donations that go into an account for purchasing supplies for God’s Bounty (More information next week). NBBC’s opportunity for volunteers is the first Thursday of each month and we need help with volunteers who can assist. Please be a part of this mission by volunteering. If you are interested in volunteering on Thursday 12/3/2020, please contact me at 317-862-6767. We need help in the morning for the Gleaners truck (currently approximately 8:45-9:30); or to serve clients 1:00-3:00; 3:00-5:00; or 5:00-6:45.
